CALI KIDS VOTE FOR THE 
CALIFORNIA YOUNG READER MEDAL
The California Young Reader Medal (CYRM) program encourages 

recreational reading of popular literature among the young people of 

our state. Since its inception in 1974, millions of California children have 

nominated, read, and voted for the winners of the California Young 

Reader Medal.

Books are submitted to the California Young Reader Medal Committee. 

Members of the committee read the suggested books, discuss their 

merits and appeal to children, and then decide upon a well-balanced 

list of nominees. The children of California (now including the students 

of Cali Calmécac) then vote for their favorite book, and an adult super-

visor submits their votes by March 31st. The winner of the CYRM is 

announced on May 1st of each year. 

In the Cali library, K through 6th grade students have been reading the 

picture book nominees for 2010-11 during their scheduled class visits. 

They have now completed the process of voting in our school library. 

Our kids have been very excited to participate in this process during 

the 2010-11 school year.
